Turmeric processing unitinaugurated

The turmeric processing unit, initiated as part of the 'Value chain in Turmeric' project implemented by
ICAR-KVK-Alappuzha in 10 panchayaths of Mavelikkara and Chengannur blocks of Alappuzha district
with funding from NABARD, was inaugurated by Shri. K. Krishnankutty, Hon. Minister for Electricity,
Govt. of Kerala in the ‘Karshaka Sabha’ (Farmers’ meet) organized at Chettikulangara on 9"May, 2023. The
minister in his address invocated the farmers to increase the production of crops by adopting scientific and
innovative practices such as precision farming, micro irrigation etc. so as enhance the net income from
Agriculture. The meeting was presided by Adv. U. Prathibha, MLA, Kayamkulam which was attended by
about 150 farmers, many of them being the partner farmers of the project. Dr. P. Muralidharan, Principal
Scientist and Head, KVK briefed project activities and achievements made in the last three years. Mr. Jacob
Oommen, Secretary, Onattukara development society, Sri. A. Maheendran, Chairman, Alappuzha spinning
Mill, Mr. K. G. Santhosh, Member, Alappuzha district panchayat, Smt. Anjana. S, Agricultural Officer also
attended and addressed the farmers on the occasion. In the seminar followed, Sri. M. S. Rajeev, Smt. G.
Lekha, Subject Matter Specialists of the KVK deliberated on 'Turmeric as an economic intercrop in the
Coconut Based IFS’ for the region which was well appreciated by the farmers attended.
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Harvesting the sweetness through meliponiculture

Realizing the scope of scientific meliponiculture due to the medicinal property, high demand, and price
of stingless bee honey, a demonstration programme on ‘Scientific meliponiculture as additional source of
income for rural youth in eastern Alappuzha districts’ was conducted by the KVK in the collaboration of
Grama Panchayath, Krishi Bhavan and Horti-Corpwith ten women farmers as partners during 2021-23. The
partners were provided stingless bee hives and necessary tools to start the enterprise with trainings on
various topics related to stingless bee keeping. Regular field visits and 24x7 online support also was
provided. In the second year, empty hives and stands were provided with the intention to expand the number
of colonies by proper colony division. After two years of the demonstration, the stingless bee colony
number has increased from 2 to 21 in the demonstration area. The honey production in demonstration
ranged from 150-750 g per hive. Around five kilograms of honey have been produced as a result of
demonstration in that area. Farmers were equipped to identify and transfer feral colonies to new improved
hives for better management. Partners evaluated the technology as women friendly, simple and eco-
friendly. A group of master trainers were also developed as an outcome of this demonstration. Field day of
the demonstration was held on 4.5.2023 at Mulakkuzha in presence of Mrs. Bindhu M. B, member, Grama
Panchayath, Mrs. Kavitha S, Agrl. Officer, partners, farmers, and KVK officials. Dr. P. Anithakumari,
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Acting Head, ICAR-CPCRI (RS), Kayamkulam delivered keynote address. Farmer partners shared their
experience on stingless bee keeping and urged for upscaling of the technology throughout the Panchayath.

Dr. M.K. Naik, Director of Extension along with the Scientists of ICAR-KVK,Ballari made a visit to
the organic shops of millet entrepreneurs on 06-05-2023,where in KVK trained farmers are collectively
selling the organic millets, organic sugar cane juice, refined oils and other grains at retail shop named
‘Natures millets’ in the premises of State Agriculture Department, Ballari. Leader of these millet growing
farmers Havinalu Sri. Sidramappahas a 12 acre of farm land with deep sandy soil and a TB high level
channel irrigation system for his farming operations. He has been cultivating nutri-millet cultivars such as
Foxtail millet (HN-46), Proso-millet, and Barnyard millet for the last four years. He owns a processing unit
for cleaning and dehusking the millets. Packed millets products are being sold with the brand name
"Natures millets" by the farmer though his organic retail shop. Additionally, the millet entrepreneurs
participated in an interactive session with the Director of Extension, who offered suggestions for
improvement.

AMASON TURNED TO-PROGRESSIVE GOAT FARMER

Goat rearing under intensive and semi-intensive system is having good economic prospects. The
commercial intensive Goat rearing is very much popular in recent years. Many farmers are getting good
returns from goat and its products. Many progressive farmers, businessmen, professionals, ex-servicemen
and educated youths to take up the goat enterprise on a commercial scale. Mr Navanth Raghunath
Mangalure basically a mason labor hales from Narayanpur village of Bidar district Karnataka. He has
attended a capacity building programme on Commercial Goat Farming organized by ICAR Krishi Vigyan
Kendra, Bidar for 3 days in the year 2000 which included the lectures on scientific housing, feeding,
breeding, health care management so also marketing of the goats and one day exposure visit to Sri Vinod
Muthanna’s Muttanna Farm of Sindabandagi village (Humnabad taluka). Mr Navanth got inspired and
motivated by the scientists of Bidar Krishi Vigyan Kendra and started his own goat farm as an enterprise.

Mr Navanth has constructed low cost goat shed by using locally available resources. Mr. Navanth
purchased 10 female and 01 male Osmanabadi goats from Latur District of Maharashtra which is a home
tract of Osmanabadi goats in July 2020. Adequate supply of fodder, either green or dry, is crucial to the
livelihoods of farmers involved in Goat rearing activity to meet their fodder requirements through a
combination of crop residues, grazing on community and private property resources. Feed and fodder
reserves increased substantially of the goat farm. So he has established the fodder cafeteria including the
different fodder varieties like Super Napier, CoFS 29, Hedge Lucerne and Sesbania multi cut fodders each
in an area of half acre so totally comprising of 2 acre and he has also started silage unit of capacity 500-600
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kg silage green fodder to solve the problem of green fodder during off season.

In addition to this he is also buying goat feed ingredients and dry fodder from the other neighboring
farmers. To make goat farming more profitable he is selling the goat manure to needy farmers. He is
practicing the all most scientific practices of goat farming i.e., feeding, breeding, housing, health care
management and marketing.

Interventions by KVK Bidar: Constant advise by KVK Scientists on selection of breeding stock,
construction of scientific goat shed, demonstration on establishment of fodder cafeteria, Silage making in
silage bags, health management in goats, preparation of concentrate feed, treatment of sick goats,
deworming and vaccination in goats and also gave timely advice on marketing of goats.

Mr. Navanth is selling surplus male goats of 10 months to one year old which have gaining body weight
around 20-25 kg and earning gross profit of around Rs.9000/-
per buck on live body weight basis @ Rs.400/- per kg. Last
year he sold total of 27 males and got a gross profit of Rs.

and medlcatlon He earned net profit of Rs. 2, 12 ,500/- from Mg
sale of male goats and the female goats kept for himself and |
now his herd size is comprising of 55 goats which includes 5 &=
males buck for breeding. He is also earning by selling of goat
manure, he is also generating employment for one labour for 12 month to maintain 55 goats. Looking after
his success seven neighboring farmers have started scientific goat farming in and around the Narayanpur.

Dr. Shruthi, M. K. Scientist (Agronomy) provided the information on the
importance of growing short duration pulses in paddy fallows wherein the practices to be employed for
effective utilization of residual moisture and conserving soil fertility were highlighted. As a part of the
OFT, seed treatment with Rhizobium and Phosphate solublising bacteria was demonstrated. Further, she
also provided information regarding agronomic practices to be followed during Greengram cultivation and
management of problematic soils under command area.

Exposure visit of DAESI, students to KVK Chitradurga

Dr. Kumara O., The Senior Scientist and Head briefed the DAESI students of Chitradurga district on
weather observatory at ZAHRS, Babbur farm, Hiriyur. Weather observatory consists of instruments and
equipment for measuring atmospheric conditions to provide information for weather forecasts and to study
the weather and climate.The measurements taken include temperature, atmospheric pressure, humidity,
wind speed, wind direction, and rainfall amounts.Manual observations are taken at least once daily, while
automated measurements are taken and sent to IMD for weather prediction based on weather forecasting
was done.

Later the participants were shown a video on Hydroponic fodder production without soil using maize
seedlings.

Mrs. GeethaKumari B N., Programme Assistant delivered a guest lecture on Importance of Soil testing.
She briefed about soil sampling procedure, precautions to be taken while drawing the sample, depth of
sampling, time of sampling, details to be provided along with the sample. After the guest lecture the
participants were taken to the field and conducted a method demonstration on Soil sampling and quartering
technique to be followed to make the representative soil sample were briefed to the DAESI, students of
Chitradurga during their exposure visitto KVK on 06-05-2023.

Later, the participants visited the soil and water testing laboratory at KVK, Chitradurga. Mrs.
GeethaKumari briefed about the various instruments used for analyzing the various parameters of soil and
water testing and she also explained about the analysis procedures of pH, EC, OC, available Nitrogen,
available Phosphorous, available Potassium and Micronutrients.

The dry fish powder can be incorporated
into warm water, milk, curry, soup, rice etc food so that kids can have a nutritious food without any change
in their routine taste of food. Dr. T. J. Ramesha, Senior Scientist and Head explained the importance of fish
and fish products for kids health with the rapid changing in food habits. Basic details of kids such as height,
weight etc were collected during the programme and the final evaluation will be done after certain period.

After completion of the training, he established sheep/goat
farming in an area of 60x30 feet with the raised integrated stall fed housing system to rear the sheep/goat and
poultry birds.

KVK Scientists made timely visit and guided the farmer in feed, fodder and disease management,
established fodder cafeteria, followed vaccination protocol for sheep/goat and poultry. He has grown
multicut fodder sorghum (CoFS-29), fodder maize, lucerne, sesbania in 0.5 acre of land for feeding sheep
and goat. Presently he is having 50 sheep, 50 goats and 400 local poultry birds. Deccani, Nari suvarna,
Yalaga and Sirohi, Osmanabadi, Beetal were the major sheep and goat breeds respectively maintained in
stall fed housing system. He feed the animals with concentrated balance feed ration consisting of
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groundnut, blackgram and bengalgram husk etc.,

Presently with the integrated livestock and poultry farming, he is getting an annual gross income of Rs.
6,12,000/-. Major contribution is from sheep/goat farming i.e., Rs. 4 lakh from sale of sheep/goat and Rs.
2,16,000/- from sale of eggs and birds with the BC ratio of 4.08. He has become the master trainer for
integrated sheep/goat cum poultry farming training programmes conducted by ICAR-KVK, Dharwad.
More than 80 farmers, 60 students and 10 extension officials visited his farm for consultancy and already 10
farmers/ rural youths started their own integrated sheep/goat cum poultry farming unit. Adoption of
integrated sheep/goat cum poultry farming provided regular employment for two labours throughout the
season along with crop cultivation practices. Hence integrated sheep/goat cum poultry farming is a
additional sustainable source of income for the farming community during the era of climate change.

District Agro Meteorological Unit (DAMU) at KVK Haveri conducted an awareness program on
climate change, weather forecasting and utilization of weather apps to the farmers of Haveri taluk. Dr
Shantveerayya, SMS (Agrometeorology) explained that in recent times due to extreme weather conditions
the farmers are suffering a lot due to heavy rains. Since all agricultural activities of the farmers are based on
the weather, they should know the local weather forecast and do the farming. On every Tuesday and Friday
DAMU unit provides medium range weather forecast (next 5 days) at district and block level is generated
and based on the forecast, Agromet Advisories are prepared and communicated to the farmers through
Whats app groups and briefed on weather parameters and its influence on crop production, instruments used
for meteorological observation, climate change, causes for climate change and how it affect the crop
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production, contingent crop plans for the district to minimise crop loss from extreme weather conditions
and sustainability in farmers income.

At the same time emphasized on usage of mobile apps viz., ‘Meghdoot’ launched by Ministry of Earth
Sciences, Government of India, to help the farmers to get the weather information including alerts and
related agromet advisories specific to their districts. A mobile application “Damini” for farmers and city
dwellers to know local thunder or lightning forecast. This app identifies the exact locations of current
lightning strikes and gives at least 30 to 45 minutes advance warning of possible thunderstorm movement
within 20 to 40 km of our vicinity. During this occasion more than 30 farmers were benefitted the
information.

Farmer opined that the varieties DH-256 and Kadari
Lepakshi seems to be high yielding since these varieties having higher number of pod per plant. However,
farmer observed irregular maturity in Kadari Lepakshi and he is not happy with that character of the variety.
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Same team also visited sugarcane plot affected with nutrient deficiency and also irrigation problem. Team
suggested nutrient management and alternative furrow irrigation method for sugarcane to save the crop
from water scarcity.

Blending taste of coffee with the goodness of mushroom-A novel initiative in agriprenuership

Lalu Thomas, a 45 year old chef'an ex expartriate from UAE who lost his highly remunerative job due
to the Covid crisis in 2019. The unexpected loss of job forced Lalu to return back to his native village ,
Thalavoor in Kollam district. Finding a job according to his expertise was very difficult. He started
searching for other avenues for supporting his family. Lalu wanted to do something related to agriculture
and food industry. Lalu’s mother used to cultivate mushroom in their home on small scale level and Lalu
started to cultivate the same.When Lalu started marketing of his produce he learnt many new lessons about
the market demand, shelf life of mushroom and demand harvesting. The bigger challenge was the shelf life.
Harvested mushrooms lost freshness within days this situation forced Lalu to think new methods for
enhancing shelflife. Agricultural Officer, Thalavoor Krishi Bhavan rooted Lalu Thomas to KVK Kollam
for supportto solve his problem.

Interventions

Process and Technology: Lalu Thomas discussed the matter with KVK scientist about his dilema . KVK
had proposed for an OFT on high value product from mushroom during that period. KVK hand holded Lalu
through capacity building in value addition of mushroom and product development. Major topics covered
were, Food safety standardization, nutritional quality, packing labeling, marketing, financial aid from
related agencies etc.This programme motivated Lalu to develop Mushroom based products and this become
his dream. Lalu juggled in different products based in mushroom viz. Health drink, soup powder, dried
items, snacks, chocolate, soap and so on. He started his production andresearch at his home with the
guideline of KVK scientist Ms.Shamsiya . It was a great success. His products were launced during the 17th
SAC of KVK Kollam by the then Director of Extension, Dr. Jiju P Alex. Initially he facing the constraints of
rejected mushroom due to rotting but now the scarcity of mushroom become a problem. He realized that to
increase the production of mushroom spawn should be made amply available. Hence he attended another
vocational training on spawn production and scientific cultivation of mushroom at KVK. He continued
experitmenting in mushrrom cultivation and product formulation. From this expertmentation came the idea
of mushroom coffee- Labae mushroom coffee. KVK Home Scientist helped him to successfully prepare an
unique blend of coffee with different mushroom. Its nutrient value, shelflife, organoliptic evaluation studies
were carried out under the supervision of KVK Home Scientist. District Industry Centre, included Lalu in
PMFME scheme and he was able to establish his new unit with an outlay Rs. 10 lakh. Coffee bean for the
productis being collected directly from farmers of Wayanad district.

Output and outcome: Labae mushroom coffee is 70% mushroom and 30% powderd coffee bean. This
mushroom coffee is a blend of five different mushrooms. Disinfected mushroom are solar dried using
specially designed solar dryer and powdered usinf pulviser. Roasted and powdered coffee bean is blended
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with the mushroom. About 3000 kg fresh mushroom is required to make 250kg finished product. the
product launched by the honorable Minister for Industries, Law and Coir in the Government of Kerala. Adv.
Prajeev in his chamber at the presence of Shri Arif, MP Alappuzha. The company received 250kg order
from Abu Dabi based marketing company many other company also ready to place there order but raw
material is the barrier . To address the problem KVK with Krishi Bhavan has initiated a model group based
production at village level for mushroom production.

Horizontal Spread: Lalu’s success was covered all leading channel, news papers, PRD and FIB also
facilitated his success he is now an invited guest for many entrepreneur development program. Last year he
got an opportunity to address VIGA meet this year he is going to present his success story at VIGA
Thiruvanathapuram.

Economic gains: The premium product of mushroom coffee is Rs450/- per 100 gm

Employment Generation: Model mushroom village will open employment avenue for more than 300
youngsters housewife and educated youth. The panchayat committee has decided to help this venture with
the help of KVK and Department of Agriculture.

Farm and home visit— Visual way of effective learning

Mandya district is well known for paddy and sugarcane growing in the Karanataka state. With the
blessings of river Cauvery, the farmers of the districts are acclimatized for mono cropping. Diversified
farming is attracting the farmers to open up themselves for cultivating horticulture crops for the better
income generation. Despite with all the points mentioned above a retired lecturer is educating and doing the
eye opening kind of farming by practicing diversified horticulture, commercial and forest crops in his land
in organic way to motivate the farmers in the district at Dabbegatta Village, Kikkeri Hobli of K. R. Pete
Taluk. Mr. Ramalinge gowda the farmer who has made the scientific community, extension functionaries
and farmers to visit his field as farm school for better farming education and he is the recipient of district
level progressive farmer under ATMA during 2021-22. The Senior Scientist and Head, Dr. Naresh, N. T.,
Dr. Suresh D. K., Scientist (Agricultural Extension) and Dr. Divya, Scientist (Horticulture) have witnessed
his art of farming in his 12.5 acre land holding consisting of 750 coconut trees, 1200 Arecanut palm, 800
Banana plants, CoCo 500 plants and spices viz., Cardamom, Nutmug, cloves along with them 1000 forest
species viz., Teak, Mahagani, silver oak in his farm empire. The Kannada lecturer from Bhadravathi has
purchased land at Dabbegatta in 1997 and started organic farming from 2017, he has built Jeevamrutha
preparing tank with the capacity of 400 litres with low cost technology and it is sufficient to supply for his
land holding once in 15 days. The progressive farmer is earning in lakhs per annum by almost zero
investment for farm inputs. Farmer is practicing natural five layer mulching system with coconut husk,
coconut frawns, grass, tree leaves and green manuring crops. He has conducted several one day training
programmes for the interested farmers from the state. It’s worth to visit his farm for effective learning and
better farm education for the interested farmers and extension functionaries.

ICAR JSS Kirishi Vigyan Kendra Mysuru, planned for institutional IFS project survey and data
collection in Hunsur taluk. Agronomy Scientist Shri Shamaraj conducted IFS farmers’ field visit, farm
survey and data collection of farm and farm family in Hunsuru taluk. KVK Program Assistant Shri Rajanna
explained about soil sampling and soil collection at IFS farmer’s fields of Hunsur taluk. KVK has identified
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nearly 30 IFS farmers for both rainfed and irrigation situation in representative village of different hobli in
Hunsur taluk which come under southern transition zone.

Diagnostic field visit to Banana (Nendran)

ICAR, JSS, KVK Scientists Dr. Prasad Y P (Plant Protection) and Dr. Vinay G M (Horticulture) have
visited Banana (Nendran) filed at Hosakote village of Mysore District on 12.05.2023. Where the scientists
diagnosed the incidence of banana stem weevil or banana pseudostem borer and potassium deficiency and
suggested integrated management for the same. Use healthy planting materials/suckers. Remove the
affected plants along with rhizomes chop into pieces and burn. Remove the dried and rotten outer sheaths of
pseudostem. Use longitudinally split pseudostem trap then collect and destroy the adults. Stem inject
pseudostem with chlorpyrifos (5 ml + 15 ml water) @ 2 ml at 45 cm height and another at 150 cm height
from ground level at monthly intervals from 5" - 8" month.

Dr. Vinaya G M Scientist (horticulture) suggested the spraying of banana special and sulphate of
potash 5 gram each per litre of water to overcome the potash deficiency.

With a view to increase the production and productivity of vegetables,
KVK Pathanamthitta set up demonstration units on open precision farming
which comprised of fertigation and mulching with scheduled dosages of
fertilizers. Th demonstration was organized as part of the Vegetable
Development Programme of the Department of Agricultural Development
and farmers’ welfare, Govt. of Kerala.

Value added products like Mango RTS
drink, crush, dehydrated fruits, Black pepper, Coconut oil, bioinputs, vegetable seeds etc are ready for sale
in the stall.

Soil Moisture Indicator Hand Tool for Efficient Water Utilization

KVK conducted front-line demonstration on Irrigation scheduling using soil moisture indicator tool
for the year 2022-2023 in Thiruvananthapuram district, covering 12 farmers’ fields in 4 panchayats. Soil
moisture indicator measures the volumetric water content of the soil. Farmers by conventional methods
irrigate the crops which consumes a high amount of water. However, during irrigation by conventional
means, the water use efficiency is low. Farmers will not be in a position to quantify the amount of water to be
applied for irrigation. Though there are water flow measuring devices, like sensors, which are costly and
not economical to small and marginal farmers. SMI is handy and low-cost; measures water quantity,
indicates the available moisture in the soil, and shows the measured water level by lighting of suitable LED
lights mounted on it.

It is used to measure the rise and fall of the amount (or percentage) of moisture in the soil. This is an
ideal and low-cost agricultural tool for farmers that help to keep their plants healthier. It helps farmers with
irrigation scheduling as soil moisture status can be measured instantly. Hence, for effective irrigation
management the soil moisture level data is essential. There was 44.8% labour savings in irrigation
compared to conventional practices. The quantity water required for irrigating vegetable was found to be
2ltr/day while for conventional method was 4 Itr/day. Farmers found it very useful. Thus SMI helped in
saving water and reduced labour needed for irrigation. The yield increased multi fold compared to the
conventional method. The equipment was found suitable for different types of crops.

ICAR KVK Tumkur 1 conducted Farmers interaction and filed visits in adopted village Tadasuru
tiptur taluk on 12-05-2023 and KVK Scientist had a interaction with farmers regarding pre monsoon
preparion, monsoon crop cultivation, nutrigarden, mushroom production, Production and value addtion of
Banana, Mango, coconut and Arecanut crops and Importance of milletes etc.,and discussed the action
plan/activities to be carried out during the year 2023-24.
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Success story of Mushroom grower

CAR-KVK Tumakur—l

Mrs. Renukadevi, 35 years old graduate woman is involved in mushroom production from last one
year. She resides at Arakere village of Tumakuru taluk in Tumakuru district. Before starting mushroom
cultivation, she used to prepare and sell paper bags, plastic wall hangings and garlands. But she was not
happy with that due to low income and marketing problem. Then she thought of doing something new
independently. After getting one day training at Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Hirehalli, Tumakuru, she
established her mushroom production unit in her residence. Initially, she started producing oyster
mushroom cultivation in small scale by getting spawn from KVK. .Later she attended a 25 days skill
training programme on Mushroom grower under ASCI (Agriculture Skill Council of India) programme
during 2019-20 at KVK. Then she established this mushroom production unit in a bigger way.

Initially she used to prepare 20-30 kg of mushroom per month. After training and guidance from our
KVK, she is now producing 130-140 kg of mushroom per month. Now she is selling fresh mushroom both
locally and sending to Bengaluru with the brand name of “White pearl”. She is also producing oyster
mushroom on buy back basis with the suppliers from Bengaluru.

Now she started to sell fresh mushroom in different melas organized by Government Organizations and
NGO’s. She started to give trainings to different SHG’s members. After getting training from her, 3-4
members started producing mushroom in a small scale.

By selling mushroom monthly she is getting an income of Rs 18,000 - 20,000/-. She also created
employment opportunity to two members. In future, she is planning to start value addition in terms of dried
mushroom powder and other value added products. After several failures in mushroom cultivation, now she
has become entrepreneur and mushroom production is the main source of income to her family.

Visited dairy farm of Mr. S H Hegade at Terakanahalli village Sirsi
taluk to address the production and reproductive related issues.
Comprehensive analysis of history on feeding, management practices =i "
and examination of animals, it revealed that excess feeding of
concentrate, subclinical ruminal acidosis, lack of exercise and mineral v /
and vitamins supplementation resulted in fattening anestrous and §
increased incidence of subclinal mastitis in the herd. Anestrous animals (#=£4K
were treated using intra vaginal application of progesterone implants and
timed Al. Suggested production requirements based feeding of TMR, inclusion of rumen buffers and
probiotics to correct subclinical ruminal acidosis. Further, incorporation of multimineral vitamin mix @50-
60 g and Trisodium citrate @20 g per animal and exercise to improve immunity and udder health.

ICAR-KVK-Vijayapur I organized one day on campus training programme on importance of millets
and value added products of millets on 11.05.2023. Dr. Shilpa V. Chogatapur delivered the lecture on
nutritional importance of millets in present scenario of food habits and also given information about
different value added products of millets.

A Field Day on Pomegranate (Demonstration of novel microorganism
(Penicillium pinophilum) for nutrient management in Pomegranate) was %% i
organized in the orchard of Sri. Anil Pujari a progressive farmer from Tadavalaga %
village of Indi taluka. In Tadavalaga village 02 demonstrations were taken up ;‘; ;
SONAAR biomixture appliciaton which is worlds first time bio-formulation of ¥£2
Penicillium pinophilum developed by National Research Centre-Pomegranate,
Solapur. Frontline demonstration conducted by Dr. Savita B. Scientist (Soil
Science) in the month of November-2022 and demonstrated this technology by
mixing of 3 kg Sonaar with 148 kg well decomposed FYM (maintain 60% °*
moisture). After 10 days of inoculum apply 500g of mixture to each plant of
Pomegranate as a soil application and provide sufficient irrigation and application should be two times in
crop season, one during release of stress and another 3kg Sonaar mixture at 120 days after first application
thus it helped in reduction of flower drops and increase in fruit size and gain weight of pomegranate. Sri.
Anil Pujari, farmer expressed that by using Sonaar biomixture this time enhanced fruit setting in Sonaar
applied plot compared to non application of Sonaar biomixture. In this field day around 33 farmers and 4
women farmers were benefitted by the programme.

Initialising Sunflower cultivation in Wayanad
