Mr. Basavaraj 

Nagaleekar SMS (Agro-meteorology) explained to farmers about weather, climate, climate change, reasons for 

climate changeand effects of climate change on agriculture, mitigation strategies, Objectives of GKMS project, 

details about DAMU and Weather based Agro-advisories. Also explained about automated weather station and 

Weather-related mobile applications like Meghdoot, Mausam, Damini. On this occasion petroleum 

conservation awareness programme was also organized for these students.

3. ICAR-KVK, BALLARI

Participates and guides in Balachaitanya Nutrition Rehabilitation Programme of Ballari district.

 Malnutrition refers to deficiencies, excesses or imbalances in a person’s 

intake of energy and/or nutrients. It covers two broad groups of conditions. 

One is under nutrition – which includes stunting (low weight for age), wasting 

(low weight for height), underweight (low weight for age) and micronutrient 

deficiencies or insufficiencies (a lack of important vitamins and minerals).The 

other is overweight, obesity and diet-related non communicable diseases 

(such as heart disease, stroke, diabetes and cancer). Child malnutrition leads to 

developmental delay, disabilities, low immunity, various illnesses, poor 

cognitive abilities, learning disorders, low productivity and poverty. 

Karnataka state has 26.1 per cent of wasted children, 35.2per cent 

underweight children, 36 per cent stunted ,60.9 per cent anaemic children, 8.4 

per cent post neonatal mortality, 26.9 per cent infant mortality rates (NFHS-5). 

 Ballari district of Kalyana Karnataka is having 53.3 per cent of underweight and 4.95 per cent stunted 

children.To address this issue, an unique programme named Balachaitanya was started in the month of May 

2023 in the district at all the 5 Talukas to control severe malnutrition in the district among 6 months to 60months 

of age group at temporarily designed Nutrition Rehabilitation Centers. The programme was collaborated by 

Women and child development department, health department, district administration, Zilla panchayat and 

ICAR-KVK,Ballari.

 Severely Acute Malnourished (SAM) children were observed during their stay at NRCs and the follow up 

period to analyze the effect of interventional measures on selected anthropometric indicators. Mothers of the 

children were interviewed on health issues and therapeutic feeding practices at the NRCs using a predesigned 

and pretested interview schedule.

 The rehabilitation period was 14 days for both Severely Acute Malnourished childrenand their mothers. 

The children were identified based on their anthropometric indices particularly Mid Upper Arm Circumference. 

Home Scientist of ICAR-Krishi Vigyan Kendra Ballari actively participated as a resource person and member of 

the Balachaitanya committee. She collected 24 hour dietary recall from the mothers on both first and last day of 

their admission into the NRC. She also planned the menu according to the ICMR guidelines for the period of 14 

days. Nutrition education to the mothers of Severely Acute Malnourished (SAM) children was also given by her. 

Anthropometry, biochemical profile, immunization history, appetite test were recorded both before and after the 

rehabilitation period. Children were able to gain on an average of 600 gm of weight during the rehabilitation 

period (other data yet to be pooled). This successful programme is a model for other districts to combat the 

malnutrition in the state. A total of 600 children along with their mothers were rehabilitated and the mothers were 

also provided with the incentives.

 Training cum demonstration on Value addition in jamun fruit was

This programme was conducted for the 

benefit of rural women and SHGs of Kaitanl.During this 

trainingDr.RekhaKarabhari, Scientist (Home Science) delivered 

lecture on Importance and health benefits of jamun and different value-

added products prepared from jamun and demonstrated various value-

added productpreparation like jamun jam, jamun juice, jamun crush 

and jamun squash etc to the participants. Fresh and ripe fruit was used to demonstrate products like jam, squash 

and crush. Also explained the procedure of making jamun Seed powder which is used for diabetic patients. 

Different equipments like hand operated pulper, blender, during the training. The participants were also given 

hands on training to removal of seeds, extracting pulp, blending etc. During the plenary session, Dr. D. 

A.Mhetre, Sr. Scientist and Head of KVK, encouraged participants to take up processing in commercial scale for 

their livelihood security and should make use of the technologies and processes demonstrated during the 

programme. The programme ended after the products prepared were served amongst the trainees. There was 

active and enthusiastic participation by the trainees. Total 32 women were attended the programme.

The 

farmers should be strongly determined for using improved varieties 

seeds for doubling the farm income. He also insisted upon the farmers 

to change seeds of improved varieties for every three years and it loses the purity. He appreciated the efforts of 

the KVK in organizing this mela to ensure timely supply of seeds as the season is onset. Further, expressed that 

Government of India and ICAR-IIPR, Kanpur have funded Seed Hub programmes for oil seeds and pulses for 

production of quality seeds of recently released varieties. Hence, farmers should be in forefront to take up the 

seeds for enhancing their productivity. Shri. B.R. Patil, Chairman, ICAR-KLE KVK, Belagavi-II presided over 

the session and expressed those seeds is a critical input in crop production and good crop stand depends upon the 

seed material used for sowing. With this motto to provide quality seeds to the farmers, KVK has produced 

soybean (KDS-726 and KDS-753), Groundnut (TG-39), Green gram (DGGV-2), Black gram (DBGV-5) and 

Onion (Bhima Super). The farmers should aim at getting true type of seeds as it gives high return and these 

improved varieties are resistant to pest and diseases which brings drown the cost of cultivation. The good quality 

seeds will respond well to applied fertilizers and nutrients. Further, these quality seeds will procure high value in 

04"To forget how to dig the earth and to tend the soil is to forget
ourselves."

Mr Suryakanth Biradar , Deputy 

Director of Agriculture, Bidar in his inaugural address stressed upon  

adopting the organic farming practices, further any eco-friendly 

approach in crop cultivation will have  reduced environmental pollution their by it saves the mother earth and 

also improves the soil quality tremendously.  Dr Akshaykumar Scientist (Animal Science) in his speech, these 

foliar liquid fertilizers sprays act as catalysts in increasing nutrient uptake by plants. Organic fertilizers are 

manures that are naturally produced. These manures are materials that can be added to soils or at plant base, in 

order to provide nutrients to have sustained growth. Further, typical organic fertilizers include animal waste viz., 

animal dung, urine, crop residue mixture, slurry and also plant based organic fertilizers such as biodigester, 

Dashaparni, Neemastra, Agniastra etc will act as nutrient rich botanical insecticides. Further, he also briefed the 

participants about the procedures on preparation of liquid fertilizers and pesticides viz. Beejamrutha, 

Jeevamrutha, Panchagovya and Gokrupamrutha, biodigester, Dashaparni, Neemastra and Agniastra.Mr. Prem 

Mankare Deputy Project Director, ATMA, Bidar welcomed the guests and gathering and more than 78 farmers 

were participated, interacted and got benefitted. 
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8. ICAR- KVK, CHAMARAJANAGARA 

Workshop on Climate resilient and smart agriculture

 A workshop on “Climate resilient and smart agriculture” as a part of the mission LiFE  and International 

year of millets was organized and conducted by ICAR KVK Chamarajanagara on 26.05.2023 at KVK premises. 

Dr. C. Doreswamy, Special officer, College of Agriculture, Chamarajanagara inaugurated the programme and he 

insisted the farmers to give importance for the cultivation of millets apart from commercial crops and suggested 

to adopt agriculture technologies to combat climate change and to attain sustainability. Dr. Yogesh G S., Senior 

Scientist and Head, ICAR KVK Chamarajanagara presided over the programme, highlighted the importance of 

conserving soil and water in minimizing the production expenditure and he also expressed that cultivation of 

millets is suitable during changing climate situations and he urged to adopt agro forestry practices with scientific 

technologies. Mrs. Roopa V., Agriculture officer (Technical) Chamarajanagara explained about the facilities 

available at Department of agriculture for cultivation of millets and for value addition. Mr. Govinda Naik, 

Agriculture officer, SKDRDP, Chamarajanagara highlighted the importance of value added products from 

millets which are having medicinal value.  Dr. R. Jayaramaiah, Professor and Head (Agro meteorology), UAS 

Bangalore delivered lecture on climate resilient practices in agriculture such as integrated farming system, soil 

heath management, efficient utilization of natural resources, methods such as SRI, aerobic rice cultivation to 

minimize methane production, methods of cultivation to minimize water consumption in agriculture and 

enhance WUE, balanced application of chemical fertilizers and organic manures and inter cultivation practices 

to minimize weed infestation. Dr. T. S. Sukanya, Professor (Agronomy), AICRP on small millets, Bangalore 

explained the nutritional importance of millets and its essential components and she insisted to include millets in 

daily diet for a healthy lifestyle. Dr. Shruthi M K., Scientist (Agronomy) ICAR KVK Chamarajanagara 

explained the role of individual and collective action in protecting and preserving the environment. Dr. Somu G., 

Dr. Deepa J., Ms. Supriya N S., Mr. Rajath H P. and students of College of Agriculture were present during the 

programme. As a part of the programme a mini exhibition of different varieties of millets and their value added 

products were displayed. At the end of the programme scientists – farmers interaction was carried out and 

farmers issues were addressed.

Farmers using knife for rubber 

tapping which is time consuming and damaging tree barks.  Usage of 

low cost and effective machineries for rubber tapping was planned by 

Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Kozhikode by introduction of Rubber Board 

approved, portable rubber tree tapping machine. The machines were 

made available for public hiring under NICRA project of KVK, 

Kozhikode and it was demonstrated to the farmers from 

Maruthonkara Panchayat.

Records of the earlier studies revealed that there 

are 79 species of insects under order of Coleoptera, Dermaptera, Dictyoptera, Diptera, Lepidoptera, Mantodea, 

and Orthoptera which feed on different crop plants. This exercise will also emerge towards identification of new 

insects in the diverse environment. This joint activity of KVK and ICAR-NBAIR is likely to augment the 

expertise of KVK and also to work on the management of insect and pest in different crops of the island.

The crop is ideal for 

rainfed conditions. Due to early maturity it escapes terminal drought and ensures sustainable yield. KVK’s 
thdemonstration plot yielded 684 kg/ha.

The training aimed to equip the master trainers for facilitating the Farmer 

Producer Organisations in different block panchayats of Ernakulam and 

Thrissur districts. The major sessions included in the training programme 

were formation, structure and functions of FPO, CEO selection process, 

statutory and legal competencies, FPO Scenario in India and Kerala, 

preparation of DPR, FPOs in Kerala ecosystem, integration of MSME 

schemes with FPOs, custom hiring services of SMAM, efficient handling of input centres, licensing, and quality 

control, strategies for efficient marketing, credit linkage for FPOs, tuber crop-based value chain and 

entrepreneurship development, value chain management, online marketing, value addition of fruits, vegetables, 

cereals and millets etc.At the end of three-day sessions, experience sharing of FPOs was also done by most 

successful FPOs of Thrissur and Ernakulam District for the past five years. The valedictory session of the 

training programme was inaugurated by Director of Extension, Kerala Agricultural University. 

Chalakudy and Thalikulam FPOs

 Two FPOs in Chalakudy and Thalikulam are being supported by 

ICAR – KVK Thrissur with NCDC funding. The two have registered as 

per Cooperative Society Act, 1969 and are now in the process of adding 

shareholders and establishing enterprises.
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40. ICAR- KVK, TRIVEDRUM

Farmer testify the timely intervention for control of Root Rot in 

Cassava

 Farmers reported 30-40% of yield loss due to theroot rot and tuber rot 

in cassava which is one of the major crops in Thiruvanathapuram district. In 

lowland regions plants are showing symptoms like yellowing, drying of 

leaves and rotting of tubers. Based on the field surveys and research 

findings of ICAR- CTCRI, observed an association of two or more 

pathogens and other pests in the infected fields, however its confirmation is 

under progress. Disease incidence usually is higher during the rainy season which cause root rot of tapioca with 

symptoms like breakage of roots associated with a foul odor and change in colour.Pathogens may spread through 

planting material, soil, water and other farm tools.   With adhoc recommendations provided by ICAR-CTCRI, 

KVK Trivandrum conducted frontline demonstrations in the lowland regions. On completion of the program 

KVK organized field day celebration as part of the drive to spread the technology developed by Central Tuber 

Crop Research Center to control the root rot disease in Cassava.  The harvest festival was organized at 

BalaramapuramShri.Thulaseedharan Nair’s field. Farmers testified that in the demonstrated field, tapioca rarely 

shown root rot disease unlike in conventional cassava cultivation. Local body representative, Smt. Shalini L. S 

inaugurated the harvest festival and requested the farmers to adopt the scientific technologies to overcome the 

pest and diseases. Dr. Binu JohnSam, Senior Scientist & Head explained the importance of spreading the 

technology especially among the farmers cultivating cassava in lowlands. Smt. Bindhu R Mathews, Subject 

Matter Specialist, Plant Protection briefed the technology to the farmers.

Millets also boost our immunity, reduce cardiovascular risk and 

prevent asthma. A breakfast high in fiber, protein, and healthy fats can help 

you avoid overeating later in the day. Millets contain 7-12% protein, 2-5% 

fat, 65-75% carbohydrates, and 15-20% dietary fibre making it an ideal 

breakfast choice.” Mr. Siddarameshwara, Circle Inspector, Tiptur Rural, 

explained that millets are the only crop that will address important issues in 

the future like food, feed, fuel, malnutrition, health, and climate change.

Diagnostic visit to problematic grape orchard 

 Dr. Shivashenkaramurthy M., Senior Scientist and Head and Dr. 

Savita B., Soil Scientist, ICAR-KVK, Indi visited diagnostic grape 

orchard at Anjutagi village Indi tq of Sridar Babald, Grape grower. 

Grapevine affected with fungal vascular diseases (Verticilliumwilt). 

Sudden drying of all green leaves of grapes and finally whole plant is died 

due to water and nutrient supply is blocked. Leaves lose turgor and show 

s ig n s  o f  s ca ld  b ecau s e  o f  i n v as io n  o f  x y l em t i s s u e  b y 

Verticillium.Verticilliumwilt disease affected grape stem exhibit vascular 

streaking. Verticillium wilt occurs through the grape roots, and the fungus migrates up the vascular tissue. Wilt 

symptoms appear when warmer weather exerts water stress on infected plants whose vascular tissue is plugged 

with gums, tyloses, and mycelium. Berries on affected shoots dry up early in the season.Hence, the decline and 

death of young vines can cause significant economic losses to the grape farmers.  Suggested to farmers is spray 

of Azoxystrobin+ Tebuconazole @ 1 ml per litre water and drenching of 8-10 litre of solution of Azoxystrobin 

+Tebuconazole (@ 1 ml per litre) in the root zone of grape plant for management of Verticillium wiltdisease.  It 

wassuggested for application of  Jeevamruta solution @ 2 litre per vine at the intervals of 15-20 days to grape 

orchard for strengthening and getting better yield.

Diagnostic visit to Brinjal plot and Lime orchard: Scientific cultivation leads to higher yield and better 

price.

 Diagnostic Field visit conducted by ICAR-KVK Vijayapura-II (Indi) 

on 1st June 2023. Dr. Shivashenkaramurthy, Senior Scientist and Head, 

fellow Scientists Dr. Prakasha G and Dr. Veena Chandavari visited Brinjal 

plot, which was severely affected with shoot and fruit borer in Kesarala 

Tanda of Indi taluka. The scientists were observed infested field and found 

symptoms viz., withering of terminal shoots/dead hearts, bore holes on 

shoots and fruits plugged with excreta, shedding of flower buds and drying 

of leaves. Farmer and scientist’s interaction sessions were organized and 

cost effective shoot and fruit borer management practices were 

recommended. Farmers were advised to avoid using insecticide at the time 

of fruit maturation and harvest and uproot and burn old plants before 

planting new plants since they harbour pest and carry over infestation. 

Farmer  s advised to apply neem seed cake 250 kg/ha at the time of 

transplanting and incorporated into the soil and also suggested to spray any 

one of the insecticide starting from one month after planting at 15 days 

interval. Carbaryl 50 WP 2 kg + wettable sulphur 50 WP 2 kg, Quinalphos 

25 EC 1.5 L + Neem oil 1.0 L, Azadirachtin 1.0% 1.0-1.5 L or  

Fenpropathrin 30 EC 250-340 ml or  Thiodicarb 75 WP 625-1000 g 

Flubendiamide 20 WG, 375 g with 500 – 750 L water/ha for effective 

control. Dr. Shivashenkaramurthy, Senior Scientist and Head explained the chemical dose, time and spraying 

method in lime orchard during field visit of Hanumath Rathod, Kesaral Tanda of Indi Taluk. Dr. Prakasha, G., 
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Scientist (Agronomy) briefed about the flower drop control in lime. The application of auxins, gibberellins 

and/or cytokinins has been successful in reducing flower drop (increasing fruit set) as well as immature and 

mature - fruit drop. Dr. Veena Chandavari, Scientist (Home Science) highlighted the nutritional and health 

benefits of lime fruits and it contain carbohydrate, fibre, vitamin C, potassium, folate, calcium, thiamin, niacin, 

vitamin B6, phosphorus, magnesium, copper, riboflavin and pantothenic acid.

Scientist from Krishi 

Vigyan Kendra Wayanad received the parasitoid for trial purpose after 

attending the meeting. Discussions were held on future course of action to 

control the cassava mealybug which is one of the most destructive pests of 

tapioca. To tackle the issue of tapioca mealy bug, ICAR- NBAIR, 

Bengaluru imported the beneficial parasitoid wasp, Anagyrus lopezi which 

was released in Tamil Nadu on 2022 and in Kerala at Thrissur during 2023. 

In Wayanad, the parasitoid was released in farmer’s tapioca field to manage mealy bug under the guidance of 

faculties of KVK Wayanad.
